This trip is almost closed due to time constraints, so don’t just THINK about it…..do it!!!

LAOS ADVENTURE TRIP JANUARY 21ST-31ST 2010
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Day 1 Vientianne- to Nahin, Kong Lor caves. Overnight here and visit caves via longboat on the river. Spectacular scenery, mountainous, cool, non dusty weather, mostly all tarmac'd....a good warm up.
Day 2- Nahin/Kong Lor- Thatom- Take the cave tour early in the morning and visit the local villages. We will travel by boat throught Laos largest underwater cave system, about 2-3 hours. After that, we will travel right thru the Nam Kading Protected Area, beautiful forests, river crossings, and high mountians. All the while on our own "private" trails, as motorised vehicles bigger than a bike won't be coming thru. This will be mostly all off road, some graded dirt, some quite exciting sections! 
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Day 3- Thatom-Phonsovan- Visit Plain of Jars World Heritage Site, interact with Hmong tribes, and just enjoy in general. This leg is rather simple and short after the previous day. It also allows for a visit to the jar sites and local waterfalls to relax. Very mountainous and a bit chilly.

 

DAy 4- Phonsovan to Luang Prabang- Very nice mountain trail type riding. The last 50 km or so will be tarmac'd. After arriving in hotel we will take a tour of the Golden City Temple, PL's most famous and oldest Wat.

Day 5-  Drive to Mount Phosi to climb the tallest peak in the area and enjoy spectacular views if LP. After we will visit Tad Sae Waterfalls or Kuang Si waterfalls in LP for relaxing and swimming.

 

Day 6- Luang Prabang- Van Vieng- Beautiful, winding 100% tarmac'd route will leave you wishing for your V-max...or Stoner's Duc, depending on your style.....Van Vieng offers stunning caves, wonderful people, and loads of younger tourists. Great to people watch at night. And if you are up for it, tubing the river the next day. 

Day 7- Van Vieng- VTE- This is a short, tarmac'd ride, so we can enjoy some activites in Van Vieng. About 3 hours to Vientiane.

What’s Included

The following items are included in your adventure motorcycle tour package. Again, this is a provisional list, and by no means 100% definitive. If there are any questions, please contact us. · Transfers from the Friendship Bridge or the International Airport.

· Hotel and lodging costs for the duration of your motorcycle adventure tour.

· All meals, 3 a day. Breakfast, lunch, and dinner. Pretty straightforward. Any snacks and associated costs are the responsibility of the client.

· Water – your camelback will runneth over…All water is included and plenty will be provided. We do not want anyone to suffer dehydration at any cost.

· Any entrance fees etc for any attraction or park, as specified in the final tour arrangements.

· All petrol for the dates of the tour.

· Motorcycle rental for the duration of the tour.

· English-speaking Laotian guide to assist in translation as well as explanation of pertinent sites and attractions.

· Farang (western) Tour Leader to assist in day to day touring as well as route direction and planning.

· 4X4 support vehicle to carry your gear, spare parts, and spare motorbike in case of catastrophic failure. This means that should your bike die, your trip won’t. We 100% guarantee replacement motorcycle within a maximum of 24 hours, usually much much less. Tarmac tours, within a few hours, off road extreme tours will be 24 hours maximum due to difficult rendezvous points. If we fail to meet this commitment, we will provide a refund of US$150 per day that you are without a functioning motorcycle. Does anyone else offer this kind of guarantee?
· All permits, taxes, fees, etc associated with the tourism authority of Laos.

· Commemorative Tee-shirt or MX style jersey that you will be proud to have earned. Be the envy of all your riding mates……

· Stickers should you so desire to sticker your home town with our information.

· Massage services when available will be included. This will be relative to group size and overnight destination, but we will offer free 30 minute massage each night to smooth out sore muscles. Bear in  mind, if you are on a tarmac tour, there will be no issues. But should we be sleeping in the jungles, I don’t think your Lao guide nor Trip Leader will step up to the plate.

· Mechanic ( in most cases, Tour Leader will be qualified) will full spares. As well, cost of repair due to mechanical issues, will not be the responsibility of the client. Damage due to accidents are the clients responsibility.

· First aid trained and equipped staff. Staff will also be equipped with SATELLITE PHONE for emergency medical evacuation.

The following items WILL NOT be included in your tour price. By no means is this a definitive list, so if there is any uncertainty, please do not hesitate to contact us. Please understand that any omissions are purely accidental and will be updated as they are brought to our attention.

· Any tips you wish to provide for any service rendered. However, all restaurant tips are included, as that is part of the meal plan.

· We will not be able to cover the costs of your Laos travel visa. It is available for US$35.00, upon arrival by air or overland at the Friendship Bridge. You must provide two photos as well.

· Damage incurred to the motorcycle due to accidents. Mechanical issues are not your responsibility.

· Laundry costs if you choose to wash your gear.

· Any fees or charges incurred of an entertainment nature, such as a cover charge for a club, etc.

· Any fines or fees paid to police or other officials if you are found to be breaking the law, i.e. riding without a helmet.

· Riding gear such as boots, gloves, goggles, helmets, etc. It is highly recommended you bring your own from home, as the quality is not on par with our standards.

· Any costs associated with a traffic accident, including reparations should you kill someone’s livestock. This is an extremely rare situation, and happened once in 11 years, to me personally.
